| Healthy Snacks Reminder

NUT PRODUCTS

We have children within our school who have very severe and
potentially life-threatening food allergies to several ingredients and
foods including all nuts and sesame seeds.

The food allergies are severe and exposure in any form (skin
contact or ingestion) to these substances could result in
anaphylaxis, a potentially fatal condition that requires immediate
medical attention.

We must ask that only healthy snacks such as fruit or vegetables
should be brought into school. Please note, that crisps are not
deemed as a healthy snack. Please also instruct your child to not
share food with other classmates.

Our “Nut-Free Policy” means that the following items should not be
brought into school:

e Packs of nuts

e Peanut butter sandwiches

e Fruit and cereal bars that contain nuts

e Chocolate bars or sweets that contain nuts

e Sesame seed rolls (children allergic to nuts may also have
a severe reaction to sesame)

e Cakes or pastries made with nuts

e Pretzels or similar

with non-food items such as stickers, pencils, themed erasers, or
other trinkets, rather than food.
